PART 2 - PRODUCTS

BRONZE PLAQUE

   A.
Scope:  The project shall include a bronze plaque to be installed by owner or 
contractor with actual design and lettering for the plaque to be determined by 
owner.

   B.
Acceptable Manufacturer: Subject to compliance with requirements, provide products by Indiana Sign division of Indiana Stamp Co., Inc., Fort Wayne, Indiana.  Telephone Toll Free 1-877-227-7981, Fax 1-800-837-7267.
   C.
Material: material shall be .250” thick plate bronze milled to achieve a 2-dimensional effect for text and line art or a 3-dimensional effect for photographic quality art.

   D.
Finish: 

1. Raised areas: Buff borders, raised copy and images of plaque to produce manufacturer’s smooth finish free of burrs and rough spots and gradation of dark and light areas for 3-D images.

2. Background for 3-dimensional images: Oxidized bronze.
3. Background for flat-surface plaques: Oxidized bronze or powder-coat with manufacturer’s standard colors or select custom color from powder-coatings approved by the manufacturer for superior coverage and durability.

   E.
Characteristics:

1. Plaque Size: Available to 22” x 60” maximum, but plaques may be “tiled” to create a larger surface area.

2. Plaque Shape:  Rectangular is standard, but circular, oval and custom-profiled signs are available at an extra charge. 

3. Plaque Orientation:  Portrait indicates plaque is taller than it is wide. Landscape indicates it is wider than it is tall.
4. Letter Styles: Dutch Roman, Helvetica, Monotype Corsiva and Optima are standard. Others may be available at an extra charge.
5. Border Styles: Single-line, double-line, triple-line, beveled edge and plain are standard options. Custom borders are available at an extra charge.
6. Background Texture: Plain is standard for plaques with 3-dimensional images, but leather, stucco, weave and plain are available for plaques with powder-coated color background.
7. Plaque Color: Oxide background with polished bronze raised surfaces is standard for plaques with 3-dimensional images. Several standard colors are available for plaques with powder-coated color backgrounds. Standard colors include: chrome, black, weathered copper (green patina), walnut brown, black cherry.
8. Clear Coat:  Satin (matte) or Glossy polyurethane clear coats especially designed for coating bronze products are standard. The finish provides protection against oxidization of the bronze. Glossy must be used outdoors to provide UV protection.  Glossy is always used with black-chrome powder-coated plaques.
9. Mounting: Four standard mounting methods are available. Blind mounting is preferred for plaques with images covering the entire surface. Counter-sunk holes with screw heads in colors to match the background surface are available. Options: blind stud, flathead bolt with expansion sleeve, flathead bolt with toggle, or wood screw.
